FORT WALTON BEACH - If you're
driving through town on any given
day, you may have seen a man handing
out lunch to homeless people on the
side of the road. That man is Caleb
Hammonds. He distributes bags of
food every afternoon across Fort
Walton Beach as a part of his charity
organization, Agapelife. Each brown
bag is sealed with a sticker that says
“Love Another” and Agapelife’s logo.

Hammonds got the idea to start helping
others in 2013 when he was living in
Charlotte, North Carolina. “At first,

it was because I was in a hard place
myself. (I was) trying to find out my
purpose,” he said. “From there, I kind
of thought if I could get out of the place
I was in, I could help somebody else in
that place.”

Helping people who are experiencing
rough times—not just homeless
people—made Hammonds feel better.
So he decided to turn this feeling into
a movement to influence others to live
that way. “First I came up with the

El Consejo de Educacion Impositiva
de California lanza un sistema

de denuncias andénimas para la
temporada de impuestos 2019

SACRAMENTO, California, 27 de
diciembre de 2018 /PRNewswire-
HISPANIC PR WIRE/ -- Pasa todas las
temporadas de impuestos. Los preparadores
de declaraciones de impuestos de dudosa
reputacion se instalan en los centros
comerciales o alquilan oficinas de

febrero a abril. Preparan declaraciones de
impuestos sin parar, a menudo prometiendo
devoluciones “grandes y rapidas”.

“Al final el contribuyente termina en un lio
financiero y el preparador de declaraciones
de impuestos desaparece. Los llamamos
preparadores fantasmas”, dijo Lester
Crawford, presidente del Consejo de
Educacion Impositiva de California (CTEC,
California Tax Education Council), una
organizacion sin fines de lucro con mandato
estatal que gestiona el registro de mas

de 40,000 preparadores de declaraciones

de impuestos sin licencia. “Es un gran
problema incluso a nivel federal y por

eso lanzamos un sistema de denuncias en
linea que se enfoca exclusivamente en los
preparadores de declaraciones de impuestos
fantasmas”.

El nuevo sistema de denuncias solo exige
que los contribuyentes respondan unas
pocas preguntas rapidas indicando el
nombre y la ultima direccion conocida
del preparador fantasma. La informacion
personal del contribuyente es util pero no
es obligatorio darla. Los contribuyentes
pueden hacer una denuncia en ctec.org.
Todas las denuncias van directamente a la
Franchise Tax Board de California, el brazo
ejecutor del CTEC.

“Descubrimos que demasiados
contribuyentes tienen miedo de denunciar
a un preparador de declaraciones de
impuestos porque creen que les causara
problemas. Esperamos que esta nueva
opcidn andnima cambie esta situacion”,
sefiald Crawford. “Los preparadores de
declaraciones de impuestos fantasmas son
maestros a la hora de desaparecer; por
eso, recibir denuncias externas ayuda a los
equipos de fiscalizacion y control”.

Urgimos a los contribuyentes a verificar

el estatus legal de un preparador de
declaraciones de impuestos antes de
entregar su informacidn personal. Las leyes
de California exigen que toda persona

que cobra para preparar declaraciones

de impuestos sea un abogado, contador
publico certificado (CPA), preparador de
declaraciones de impuestos registrado ante
el CTEC (CRTP) o agente registrado (EA).
También se exige que aprueben un examen
inicial y completen requisitos educativos.

Ademas de los requisitos de California, el
Servicio de Impuestos Internos exige a los
preparadores de declaraciones de impuestos
que indiquen un Numero de Identificacion
del Preparador de Declaraciones

de Impuestos (PTIN) en todas las
declaraciones de impuestos federales que
cobren por preparar.

“Las licencias o registros pueden revocarse
sin avisar a los clientes. Verifique siempre
el estatus legal incluso si hace muchos
afios que la misma persona prepara su
declaracion de impuestos”, advirtié
Crawford.

Los contribuyentes deben denunciar a los
preparadores de declaraciones de impuestos
al CTEC si no pueden verificar su estatus
legal o si se niegan a firmar la declaracion
de impuestos. Las sefiales de advertencia
de los preparadores fantasmas a menudo
son indicar que la declaracion de impuestos
fue “preparada por el contribuyente” o
estampar un sello comercial en lugar de
indicar el nombre del preparador y su
PTIN.

El CTEC es una organizacion sin fines de
lucro fundada en 1997 por la Legislatura
del Estado de California para proteger a

los contribuyentes contra el fraude y los
preparadores de declaraciones de impuestos
incompetentes.

NOTA DEL EDITOR: Aunque esta
campania se estd llevando a cabo en
California. Decidimos poner este reportaje
aqui porque el problema de preparadores
fantasmas de declaraciones de impuestos
es algo que sucede en todos lados.
Aconsejamos a nuestros lectores que solo
usen servicios de empresas profesionales y
que tengan todas las licencias apropiadas.

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Let’s Talk about Tourism

First and foremost: “Happy New
Year!” I hope your holiday period was
enjoyable and that you enjoy a happy
and prosperous 2019.

What will the New Year bring us from
a tourism point of view? I have been
looking at the trends, doing some
crystal ball gazing, and talking to
others in the tourism and hospitality
business to get a feel for the next
twelve months. Here’s what I see...

Trends are exactly that, things that
have been happening for a while and
are getting more noticeable. The travel
and tourism industry is one of constant
evolution as new technology, changes
in fashion, and demographics influence
the how, why, and where we travel.

If you’ve stayed in hotels recently, or
for those of us who work in hotels, you
would have been only too aware that the
old room key has all but disappeared.
Do you remember the keys with a tag
that promised that the hotel would

pay the postage if you forgot to hand
in the key at the end of your stay? If
you don’t, you’re not as old as I am!
Anyway, keys now have been almost
universally replaced with keycards that
have either magnetic strips or what are
known as RFID, or radio chips that

are changed for each guest. The next
move is that you’ll be able to check

in by cell phone before you arrive at
the hotel and the key code will be sent
to your phone—which you’ll use to
check in. You’ll also be able to control
remotely the air conditioning settings
in your room and alter the in-room
entertainment settings. Vacation rental
properties are also going through a
technology change: remote check-in

and the same sort of remote room
monitoring that we are beginning to
have in our homes.

Moreover, Airlines and airports are
going through sweeping changes. Lost
bags are becoming less of an issue as
airlines are using RFID baggage tags to
constantly monitor them. I suppose that
means the bags can still go to Tokyo
while you go to New York, but at least
you’ll know where they are.

Atlanta Hartsfield Jackson airport

and Delta Air Lines have introduced
biometrics check in. This means that
you won’t have to worry about losing
that boarding pass as your face will be
the key to passing through check-in,
security, and boarding. Expect to see
that rolling out at the bigger airports
during 2019.

Airlines are also changing where they
operate. The venerable and much-loved
Boeing 747 Jumbo Jet is being phased
out by many airlines. No US airlines fly
them anymore. They are being replaced
by Boeing 787 and Airbus A350 planes.
These are smaller and more economical
than the old jets. It also means that
airlines can operate in smaller airports.
Expect to see direct flights between
your local airports and where you want
to end up, rather than having to go
through a difficult connection process.

Talking about airlines, there has been

a huge rise in what is termed low-cost
carriers over recent years. These have
reduced fares, often at the expense of
customer service, or by flying between
less used airports. While they’ve made
travel more affordable for many people,
they are proving difficult business

I hope you’re among those in the
“abundance of joy” group. But if 2018
was a tough year, [ pray 2019 will be
better.

Perhaps you’ve been struggling with a
temptation that has had such a tight grip
on you that you’ve just about decided to
stop resisting it. Or you continue to give
in to a behavior, even though you hate
yourself every time you do.

Many of us struggle with actions

we’re not proud of. Whether they’re

as addictive as pornography or as
destructive as being disrespectful to our
spouse, sinful deeds leave us feeling
ashamed and hopeless. Why do we
sabotage ourselves and doom ourselves
to failure by falling for the lie that
participating in these activities will
fulfill us?

What if, rather than spending time
justifying why we should visit that
porn site, mouth off to our spouse or
cheat on our income taxes, we mentally
switched course and did something
radically different?

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The Origins of Arbor Day

We Floridians celebrate Arbor Day in
January. This year, it is scheduled for
Jan 18th. Florida is ahead of other
parts of the country due to our growing
season. Hopefully, this Arbor Day there
will be many people in many parks
who will lend a hand, pick up shovel

to move and open the earth and plant a
tree. A tree that very likely will out live
the planter! We all know the joy of the
shade of a tree—we all love trees in a
city, park or forest. They are joyful! So,
at 10 years old, when Sister Mary Ellen
put a shovel in my hand and instructed
me to “start digging”, I did. With that
act I became responsible for “planting”
that joy. I wonder where this tradition
began. What were the roots of this
community activity? For America, this
tradition migrated from Spain.

As the story goes one Spanish priest
observing all the devastation of the war
with the French put aside time from his
lamenting and began organizing and
making a difference: he would plant a
tree. And not just he, but all the people
of the village, and he would make a
celebration of the trees. To quote the
chronicles: “While Napoleon was
ravaging Europe with his ambition in
this village in the Sierra de Gata lived
a priest, don Juan Abern Samtrés, who
was “convinced of the importance of
trees for health, hygiene, decoration,
nature, environment and customs,
decides to plant trees” He also drafted
a manifesto in defense of the trees

that was sent to surrounding towns to
spread the love and respect for nature,
and advocating trees be planted in their
localities.” No wonder the nuns held
Arbor Day special!

In America, the first American Arbor
Day was originated in Nebraska City,
Nebraska by J. Sterling Morton and
held on April 10, 1872. By 1883
Birdsey Northrop became the Chairman
of the committee to campaign for Arbor
Day nationwide sending his message
and love of tree planting to Australia,
Canada, and Europe. In 1893, Florida’s
First Lady, May Austin Elizabeth Mann
Jennings, became alarmed at what

she saw as the “consequences of the
conquest of the Florida wilderness”

and through her tireless effort in
ecological conservation and creation

of the Florida Board of Forestry she
earned the title “Mother of Florida’s
Forestry”. In Florida, the Forestry
Division can provide Tree information
on Types, Planting and Species. As well
as Forestry Grants that available for
501c3 not-for-profits; those are issued
in September of each year. Lady Byrd
Johnson said it best; we all just have to
“Plant a tree, a bush or a shrub.”

Wondering what to plant? I found a
2007 UF IFAS article that identified
several high-wind-resistant trees that
included live oak, American holly,
southern magnolia, bald cypress, and
cabbage palm. These are all large trees
and not suitable for every yard. Smaller
wind-resistant trees include yaupon
holly, fringe tree, and crape myrtle
among many others. This boils down

to “right place, right species, and right
maintenance.” With a tree grading cue
card shows what a Florida Number 1
tree looks like. A forester friend tells
me: “Only plant the best! Place the root
ball a little above the grade, and make
“a moat” around the tree to hold water
that encircles the edge of the roots for
water to be retained. Then, water, water,
water until the roots take. And give the
tree proper maintenance!”

Florida’s wonderful urban parks

are framed by live oaks, southern
magnolias, figs, peaches, pears, and
oranges. Our trees are a cultural
signifier of where we are and create

Tree
planting design is site specific and
where we can mimic nature in design—
with a wide Right of Way (ROW),
proper permissions in place and the
needs of utilities understood—trees can
be planted to mimic nature. One of the
resources available is the Vibrant Cities
Lab at: http://www.vibrantcitieslab.com/
toolkit/ this website offers planning
tools to help with your urban project.
For those communities along the Old
Spanish Trail OST (Hwy 90)—who
might wish to commemorate that great
road—plant trees of red, yellow and
white coloring. For those, look to
sourwood, black gum, red oaks, sweet
gum, ginkgo or anything in the rose
family, like pear or cherry. For the

love of trees, history and good health
become proactive about trees and

advocate for their importance in our
environment and making our sense of
place in Florida.

So, go out January 18, 2019 and “plant
a tree, a bush or a shrub”! You’ll feel
great about it and the joy you add to
your City—Ilet’s learn from Michael:
plant trees and select coastal plain
species for wind resistance!

models to run profitably. We’ve already
seen a number of failures worldwide,
and you can expect to see some big
low-cost airlines close shop during
2019.

Much has been discussed about people
wanting experiences when they travel,
rather than just sitting in the beach.
What does this mean? Well, people
want to do things rather than buy
things. That’s going to continue. People
want to go on walking tours, swim
with dolphins, and catch fish, plus all
the other activities when they travel.
Increasingly, they wait until they arrive
at a destination to book these. Expect
to see more hotels and resorts offering
guests the ability to book tours and
activities from their phones or by using
a tablet in their rooms.

Locally, here on the northern Gulf
Coast, what should you expect in 2019?

The local tourist authorities, the
Convention and Visitors Bureaus, and
tourist boards have been struggling
with an identity for the region for

a number of years. Are we: The

Panhandle of Florida, The Gulf Coast,

The Emerald Coast or some other
name? It’s confusing for the visitors
to the area, and the time has come
to resolve the situation. Visit Florida
together with the individual counties

along the coast have been researching,

and are due to release their marketing
plans later this year. This will identify
the area as a region to attract new
tourists from all over the USA and
international destinations. It will also
allow the individual areas the ability
to do their own branding initiatives.
Hopefully, this will sort out the
confusion once and for all.

So, lots to look forward to. Happy

S Tips for Leading
Employees Who Are
Older Than You

As younger generations advance

in their careers and start to take on
more prominent roles within their
companies, it’s very likely many will
find themselves in a position where they
may have direct reports who are older,
and in many ways, more experienced.

Closing the skills gap requires students
to get real-life work experience early
on; better partnerships with schools and
businesses are needed. In a tight labor
market with an increasing number of
job vacancies, employers are facing a
growing skills gap. Too many young
people are graduating with degrees

and skills that don’t match the needs of
employers.

An effective way of closing the skills
gap is to provide students with real-life
work experience before they graduate.
Having high school students learn early
on about workplace culture, how their
educational experience translates into
the real world, and what educational
disciplines are the most sought, will
help ensure students are graduating
with the skills and education employers
need. Daniel Purdy, an Express
Employment Professionals franchise
owner in Abbotsford, British Columbia,
understands the importance of having
students integrated into the workplace.

“It is imperative that students witness
firsthand—and learn early on—how
their classroom lessons translate into
the work place.” he said. “Applying
new concepts and book knowledge in a
practical way will further reinforce the
student educational experience and help
direct the field of study they choose to
pursue.”

In Grand Rapids, Michigan, franchise
owner Janis Petrini, agrees. “Students
need to become exposed to actual
career options that have potential earlier
on,” she said. “Businesses need to start
training the workforce that they need.”
Petrini’s team regularly visits local high
schools to raise awareness. “In 2018, we

have delivered various presentations to
hundreds of participants,” Petrini added.
“One of the biggest focuses is always
on what are the hot jobs right now and
the careers of the future.”

The Grand Rapids office is also part
of a local program called “Mayors

100 Business,” for which businesses
“commit to hiring at-risk high school
students and providing them with
internships to get real-life work
experience.” Shane DeCoste, an
Express franchise owner in Halifax,
Nova Scotia, points out that employers
need to provide these opportunities to
help solve the skills gap they are facing,
too.

“Students need to be exposed to
in-demand career options to avoid
spending time and resources on a
degree only to find it is not relevant
to employers in today’s economy,”
DeCoste said. “Businesses need to
provide opportunities for students
so that they can start training the
workforce that they need. It is vital
that students know the jobs that

are in demand right now and will
be in the future, so they can make
decisions about what degrees to pursue
accordingly.”

“Job vacancies continue to rise and the
skills gap continues to increase,” said
Bill Stoller, CEO of Express. “That
means we need to continue drawing
people into the workforce that have the
skills employers require. Businesses,
educators and community leaders need
to work together to ensure that students
graduate with the education and skills
required for the jobs of today and the
future.”

Living toward that
same purpose helped us get ahead.”

Hammonds attends Northwest Florida
State College part-time with an
undecided major, but he plans to focus
on project management. He also works
at a local disability service. He spends
the rest of his time volunteering in any
way he can.

Agapelife’s main project is the lunch
bags, but Hammonds said he also
picks up trash, cleans community
parks, coaches basketball for Special
Olympics, and volunteers with Fresh
Start and One Hopeful Place.

Aside from charitable works,
Hammonds tries to use his various
talents to spread his message of love.
That includes writing poetry, creating
music and making clothes for his
organization. “The design I came up
with is two dudes with their arms around
each other,” said Hammonds, who came
up with the idea and had someone else
draw the picture. “I purposely made one
black and one white.”

Hammonds has many goals for
Agapelife. In a year, he hopes to have at
least five more people join his mission.
“Long term goals, in five years and
beyond, is to actually have a place that
shelters (people).” he said. “Somewhere
that gives homeless people permanent
housing and help them get skills.”

But for now, he will continue to drive
around and give every homeless person
he sees a bag full of crackers, fruit, a
drink and chips.
